Everlasting Covenant

“Throughout Scripture there are definite references to a covenant that was made within the Godhead before time was created.”

“Since it was made in eternity it is sometimes called the Everlasting Covenant, but theologians often refer to it as the Covenant of Redemption because the subject of the covenant was our redemption.”

Hebrews 13:20 – Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, even Jesus our Lord.....

Also note:  Ephesians 3:8-11; Ephesians 1:9-10;

II Timothy 1:9&10 - ...who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before time began, but has now been revealed by the appearing of our Savior Jesus Christ...

Titus 1:2 - ...in hope of eternal life which God, who cannot lie, promised before time began, but has in due time manifested His word through preaching....

Also note:  I Peter 1:18-21
Our salvation began before creation and was dependant solely on the Father making an agreement with Jesus Christ.  Ephesians 1:3...

“As we search the Scripture we discover that God is a covenant God in the heart of His Triune Self.

Terms of the Everlasting Covenant

1.  God in Trinity purposed to create.

“The divine love is the only possible explanation to the existence of the universe.  God willed in His love to share His love and life with persons like Himself capable of receiving and responding to it.  Creation is the overflow of the infinite love of God, willing to create a family who in turn would be caught up in the celebration of divine love and so live the eternal life of God.”
“The existence of mankind is God’s gift of love.  Each of us must soberly realize that our life is God’s gift of love.  God had no reason to create except to give to His creature the privilege of participation in His life.  Grace does not begin after sin came in – our existence is the free gift of His grace.”

“Creation is the unnecessary action of God’s omnipotence, motivated by His infinite overflowing and superabundant love, that desires to share Himself with a created being capable of fellowshipping with Him.”
2.  He purposed to permit sin to enter the creation.

“If mankind is to have the capability to respond to His love, with love and obedience to His commands, they must have a free will.  Love cannot be programmed into a person, nor can it be imposed.”

3.  The Son was commissioned to become incarnate, taking human nature in the womb of the Virgin.

Scriptures:  John 3:16; John 6:29 & 33; John 10:17; John 17:4; John 17:18 and 21-24; Lev. 17:11; Hebrews 2:14 & 15; Luke 1:35; Acts 20:28; Hebrews 13:20; I Peter1:18-21; Revelation 13:8; Hebrews 9:11-12.

4.  At the time of the Father sending the Son, He gave the Son a People, entrusting Him to save them and bring them to enjoy the love purpose of the Trinity.

Scriptures:   John 17:2, 6, 9, 29, & 23; John 6:35 & 37; John 10:27-29; Hebrews 2:9, Psalm 2:7-9;
5.  The Son freely chooses to come and perfectly do His Fathers’ will.

Scripture:  Luke 2:48 & 49; John 4:33 & 34; John 6:38; Luke 15; Psalm 40:6-8; Hebrews 10:5; Exodus 21:1-6;

6.  The Son was to voluntarily offer Himself as the Representative and Substitute for sin and sinners on the cross.  The Father swore with an oath that He would raise Him from the dead and set Him as King and High Priest according to the order of Melchizedek.

Scripture:  Acts 2:23&24; Genesis 14; Psalm 110:1-4; Hebrews 7:20-25.

7.  The Holy Spirit would be the executor of the covenant bringing to pass all its details, guaranteeing that it would be carried out to the full.

Scriptures:  Hebrews 10:5; Luke 1:26-35; Mark 1:9-12; Hebrews 9:14; Romans 1:4; Romans 8:11; Hebrews 7:22; Romans 8:10 & 11; Phil. 3:20&21; Luke24:49; II Cor. 1:21 &22; 
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
